
TRAINING SCENARIOS
“CRIME” 
	
SCENARIO DESCRIPTION

	Learners will be given scenarios and codified laws to identify the corpus delecti.
Instructions:

· After a presentation on elements of a crime, divide the class into groups and explain the objective.
· Distribute a set of related laws and scenarios.  Given the scenarios, the group will determine if a crime occurred.  If so, the laws violated and specific elements.

· Each group will make a presentation to the class on their findings.
· The facilitator concludes with a discussion about the exercise, focusing on the performance objectives and clarifying any confusion.
· Debrief this scenario by discussing why it was done and how it relates or can be applied to real life or the job.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This scenario will challenge the learner to understand the various California criminal and civil laws and their relevance to public safety.  


	
VARIATIONS

	· Distribute copies of the same laws and related scenarios (such as set 1: 499b PC, 10851, 215 PC) to two groups for comparison and evaluation.  The presentations should result in further discussion that will reinforce learning.  Compare results of groups with the same codified laws.

	· A flip chart for each group and writing instruments
