
TRAINING SCENARIOS
“Hostage Barricade”
	
SCENARIO DESCRIPTION

	When provided with a hostage barricade scenario, learners will apply their analytical skills to prioritizing the activities associated with such an incident then identify and documenting the actions to be taken. 
Instructions:

· Instructor divides the class into small groups of 4-6 learners.   
· Each group will appoint a scribe and spokesperson.

· The instructor distributes a hostage barricade scenario, which is identical for each group.  (Example attached)  Then announce that each group has 15 minutes to prioritize the activities associated with the event. 

· Provide each group with a different address/location for the incident.

· Instructor monitors groups as they work.  At the end of 15 minutes, each group will present their findings to the class.
· The instructor should make any corrections or suggestions and specifically discuss how different locations may affect the actions taken.
· Debrief this scenario by discussing why it was done and how it relates or can be applied to real life or the job.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	The learner is challenged to identify and document appropriate actions to be taken in a hostage barricade situation, including: deployment; scene security; notifications, etc.

RESOURCES NEEDED

	· Hostage Barricade Scenario (Example attached).

· Flipchart and Markers for each group.

· Various local addresses to include a residence, bank, convenience store, gas station, apartment complex, vehicle, etc. 

· Upon request only, be prepared to supply a map of the area.  (such as Thomas Brothers, AAA or local city maps, fire run maps, etc.)

· Upon request only, be prepared to supply a watch line up ready.

· Upon request only, be prepared to supply a simulated line up for “Johnson PD.” (Example attached)
· Upon request only, be prepared to supply a criminal history profile on the suspect. (Example profile is attached “Profile of Leland J. Stewart”)

Hostage Barricade Scenario



It is Sunday morning, 0100 hours. You are a dispatcher for Johnson PD. You just received a call from a distraught female reporting that her husband beat her and threatened to kill her with a gun. She fled the residence leaving her three children. She states that her husband had been drinking and using crack cocaine when they began to argue. The dispute escalated to violence. He was released from prison seven months ago where he was incarcerated for assault with a deadly weapon on a peace officer. His name is Leland J. Stewart and he is 37 years old. The address is: 

The suspect told her if she called the police he would kill the children, but she is afraid to return to the house without the police. Her children are Eric, 9 years old; Steve, 6 years old; and Becky, 3 years old. They were in the upstairs back bedroom when she fled the home. She is currently at the 7-11 payphone two blocks away. You no longer have her on the phone and can’t call her back because it was a payphone that is blocked from receiving calls.



In your group, identify the appropriate actions to be taken by you, the public safety dispatcher. These actions should include:

· Deployment of units

· Scene security
· Appropriate notifications

· Any additional information you would want to obtain should there be subsequent calls (from anyone) on this incident

· What resources you will need to address any of these listed actions
You have 15 minutes to address this problem and write your actions on an easel pad. A spokesperson from your group will present your group’s findings to the entire class.

Local Records Check shows:

· Contact 3 months ago for domestic violence. An EPO was issued but victim did not show at trial and charges were dismissed. 

· Contact 6 months ago for HS violations (possession of cocaine). Case still pending in the court system.

· Contact 3-1/2 years ago in his vehicle, a green 68 Mustang, license #ABC123. A vehicle search revealed a loaded .45 in the glove compartment. Charges were filed for ex-felon in possession of a firearm. Case still pending in the court system.

· Contact 4 years ago for drunk in public. Booked for 647f PC and released on 849b PC

A full Warrants Check shows:

· No active warrants; no active restraining orders; listed as on parole for assault on peace officer in the California Supervised Release File (SRF) with neighboring jurisdiction, Samson County.

California Criminal History Check shows:

· Arrested and convicted for assault with a deadly weapon on a peace officer 3 years ago. Served 18 months in prison and was released 7 months ago.

· Arrested and convicted 10 years ago for armed robbery. Served 3 years.

· Arrested and convicted of armed robbery, mayhem 15 years ago. Served 1 year.
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
