
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“ALL TOGETHER NOW”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	This technique will lead the class in a verbal reiteration of important points.
Instructions:

· You have a number of bulleted items on a flip chart or board.  

· Inform your learners that saying things out loud will help increase learning, so you would like everyone to read the bullets you have out loud.

· Lead the group in reading out loud.  If they seem reluctant, you read it first then ask them to.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will challenge the learner to reinforce what they have learned to state it verbally.


	
VARIATIONS

	· Have them sing the bullets in a well-known children’s song such as “Row, row, row your boat” or “London Bridge is Falling Down”


	
RESOURCES NEEDED

	· Easel, easel pad and markers as used in class.
