
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“ANALOGY BOLOGNA”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	Learners will make a bologna sandwich as an analogy to various situations.
Instructions:

· Distribute two slices of bread and a slice of bologna to each learner.

· Explain that the bologna is your agency.  Once slice of the bread is you and the other slice your trainee.

· Given just the bread and bologna, without any "extras", it's pretty plain.  But training is what you put into it.  The more you put into it the better the "sandwich".  

· At this point, use the condiments are added to the sandwich.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will challenge the learner to look at things with a slightly different perspective.   The point is, what you point into it, is what you get out of it.


	
VARIATIONS

	· This analogy can be used for many different aspects of work, i.e., how fire and law can work together, the foundation of policies and procedures, etc.


	
RESOURCES NEEDED

	· Bread, Bologna

· Cheese (perhaps different kinds to show variations)

· Lettuce, Tomato, Pickle slices

· Mayonnaise, Mustard, Poupon/Dijon, Ketchup

· Time:  15-20 minutes
