
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“ARTICLE REVIEW”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	Articles handed out in class to support the topic are reviewed in a group setting.  
Instructions:

· Break the class up into groups.  Direct each group to select a scribe to take notes and a spokesperson to present the groups findings to the rest of the class.

· Assign an article(s) to each group.  Have them read the article and select at least five key points to present to the rest of the class.

· Give the class sufficient time to accomplish the assignment and check in with each group periodically.

· When the groups have finished or time is called, have the spokesperson from each group present their key points.  

· When each group has finished their presentation, use the time to emphasize the instructional points and summarize what all groups have introduced.  (This point is critical for learning.)
· Ask if the learners were motivated to read other articles based on a group's presentation?  (There will be a number of positive responses.  Typically, handouts are taken away from the classroom and forgotten.)  Are there points not mentioned that learners would like to add or comment on?


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will challenge each learner to read and comprehend the main points of an article.


	
VARIATIONS

	· Based on the length of the article and number of groups, more or less time may be needed for this technique.  This fact is important in order to get the most out of this exercise.


	
RESOURCES NEEDED

	· Articles for review.
· Flipchart and markers.
· Time varies depending on length of articles.  Typically takes 15-20 minutes.
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
