
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“BUZZ WORDS”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	This technique will provide a fast-paced activity that will challenge the class to know the terms of specific topics.
Instructions:

· The instructor will provide write a very general topic on the flip chart and roll a lettered dice, calling out the letter faces up.  (Topics should be very broad—law dispatching, fire dispatching, ambulance dispatching, call taking, etc.)

· Each individual (or team) will state a single word that begins with that letter.  The next individual/team will do the same. This process will continue until an individual/team cannot think of a word.  

· When an individual/team cannot think of a word, they are “out”.

· The process continues until there is only one individual/team standing.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will challenger the learner to recognize and identify work-related terms.


	
VARIATIONS

	· To add stress to the topic, have the class stand.
