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This form is completed by an officer and serves as notice that an individual acknowledges their license is suspended.

What is a “DL310”?

This field may contain a number but does not necessarily indicate the individual has a driver’s license.

An “X” in the “Class” field means this.

This “flag” indicates registration was paid with a bad check.

This “term” indicates a license is suspended as a result of court probation.
