
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“MODERNIZATION”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	In a group activity, learners will identify the aspects of modernization for specific topics.
Instructions:

· Break the class into groups of no less than 4.   Have each group select a scribe and a spokesperson for the group.  The scribe will write the decisions on the flip chart and the spokesperson will present them.

· Assign each group a different topic:  (Note:  There may not be enough learners to cover all topics and you may assign multiple topics to a group or skip the topic if not applicable).  Topics may include:  Transportation, Communications, Technology, Weapons, Laws, Training, Defensive Tactics
· Give the groups 10 minutes to discuss the topic and create a list of how these areas have been modernized.  

· When time is up, bring the class back together and ask each group to make their presentation.
· When completed, discuss why it is important we keep current with these issues.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will challenge the learner to identify the concepts of modern law enforcement.
