
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“PARKING LOT”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	This technique provides a way for learners to ask questions when they think of them.  
Instructions:

· The instructor should always welcome questions from learners.  Unfortunately, some individuals feels their question is dumb or may be in the middle of a video and not remember what they wanted to ask.  This technique provides a way for the instructor to allow questions at any time.

· Instructor will draw a simple “parking lot” on flip chart paper and post it in the room where participants will have easy access, preferably near the door.  (Sample drawing attached)
· Distribute small sections of the Post-In Notes to each participant.

· Instruct them to write down any question they may have on the Post-It during the class.  During a break, post their question in the parking lot and it will be answered during the class.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will encourage the learner to ask questions during class.

	· Limited only by the imagination on this one.
